The email stated Jackson would remove the unit after receiving a copy of the consent order.  
MOTION: To send the DEP Consent Order to Town Counsel for review before signing and speak with Butch Jackson to determine the proper course to take with the unit.  
Discussion: Boyce stated the Consent Order is giving the town time to follow the proper procedures and install an approved unit.  Vannais questioned if a unit is necessary since all the samples have come back clean.  Milanese believes the Consent Order should not be signed until Town Counsel reviews.
